The development site servicing plan application requirement list outlines all the information necessary to evaluate and
provide a timely decision on your application.

Only applications that are complete will be accepted. Applications and materials submitted must be clear, legible and precise.
Plans submitted must be to a professional drafting standard and be clear of any previous approval stamps and notations. For
digital Development Permit submissions please contact the Planning Services Centre at (403) 268-5311 or
calgary.ca/livechat to get your application started.

Q Development Permit Number (not required where scope of work is strictly related to the
underground utilities)

Q one (1) site plan, for approval by the Fire Prevention Bureau (When required by Development Permit
Conditions of Approval)

Q An approved Storm Water Management Report (If areport is required, provide the name of the report
and a copy of the approval letter)

Q one (3) executed copy of all public/private easements, utility/access right-of-ways, and drainage
agreements, where applicable
