On the Transit system and in the community, opioid overdoses remain a challenge. However, with the increase in peace officer and security presence, approximately  45% of overdoses over 

the past week were discovered through proactive patrols compared to 21% in 2022. This means more immediate assistance can be provided to those who are overdosed on the system.
