As a natural consequernce of tue steadily increasing use of the'parks
by the public that is taking place, the cost of m-intenance muét

be increased or d terioration will take place, for intensity of

ﬁse means greater wear. %

: The revenue earn.d by the Department has staedily increased from
£6,473.63 in 1913 to {i23,866-00 in 1018, though each year has seen
a decrnasing appropriation, yet with some activities added annually.
The services of the Departnent have been givin on several occasgons
as for instance, on Decoration Day, for the Rotery Club Pienic at
S8t George's Isiand, and during Baby VWelfare Veek. The giying of
these services always neans additional expenditures which’cannot ‘
be forseen at the time of preparing the Estimates.

The following gencral outline of routine work will apply to all
the parks and playgrounds. One of the princinl: tasks .of the winteri
months was the freguent 4remdval of snow from skating rinks and
park roads. Park furniture and playground apparatus was stored,
repaired, and painted, and all implements overhauled. Small wash-
outs on roads and paths, caused by melting snow, were attended to .
in early spring. Later, these were, as far as possiblre,\resurfaced

with cinders, graded, and rolled. Planting was rush-'d to the
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possible extent during the opring, climatie cpnditipns'making,this,
as usual. a very short perdod, Dﬁring the sﬁmﬁer; ﬁork was confinea

- nostly te d;terxns. nowang grass, cultiveting, and keeping things
neat. ¥Fall auﬂ-;arly'wgnter wags devoted to the harvesting of crops,
spreading of manure for the double purpose of protection and
fertilization, pruning, and rink cenetruction,

CENTRAL PARK. The dry weather prevailing during the early part

of the seaéon prevented flowering plants making their usual ZygyW¥i
’progrggs. but this was compOnsated for after the rains came, and
the coloring and brilliancy of the flowers seemed almost to be
intensified, andy waes o wonderful illustration of the recuperative
powers of natu;e.in‘thig climate.

On Sept. lst. a Comménorative Service, {arranged by the'I.O.D.E.)"

- PLAYGRQUNDS. These have besn very actively used during the past

season, gttracting mothers as well as children in many cases.

Gymnastic work, both for boys and girls, Lends to better pgysical
developement. Children that have not the ppportunity or_inclination
to pflay are often below the normal in developement, and the period .
of childhood is shértened. In tﬁe form of play under proper leader~
ship and direction, this physical training is made comprehensivce and
attractive. It is, however, often difficult to secure trained play
leaders, though this is nost important if the movement is to succeed.
Calgary has been fortunate in this particular, and supervision for
the holiday months, under “he excellent direction of lMiss Ireland
was a great success. I would particularly csall your atiention to
Miss Ireland's Report and the fact emphasized by it that the Park
Playgrounds are by far the most popular, and the ohly ones trat have
been made attractive <o any extent.

A large percentage of our playgrounds are established on privately
owned land. The propriety of thus occupying private préperty is, of
course debatabdble, bﬁt certain definite results .- e been attained in
that the playgrounds are more regularly distributed and dbrought
clqse#’to a larger number of ciiildren than would otherwise be
possible.}The indiscriminate opening up of’centres, Kowever, ,*

| without provision for supervision is inadviaable,

£

in view of the nenace+ and danger of these unshperfised playgrounds
experienced by some cities.

.Perhaps "maintain:d"* is hardly the right word to use in this
instance, for it was really only an attempt at maintenance. To keep‘,
these boulevards in a reasonably tidy condition twic- the expenditure

. would be required. 916 trees were planted. Vatering on theboulevards
as elsewhere, was a serious iteri. If tiis had not had attenti;n, how
ever, many of the street trees would haive died. This work should havé
been continued till the end of the season, but the exhaustion of
the appropriation precluced this. I anticipeste rneny losses amongst
the smallerv tees aé a cousequence. For severel jears, the trees

had small attention as regaids prﬁning. This year they are being most
carefully pruned. VWhere decay is creeping in, the cavities are having
attention., This work will grow in volume ezcsn year, but is very
necessary. The ﬁecessity of protecting tue trunks of young trees is
most important. QOne of the commonest sourc: s of injury is that caused o
by hores: left at the curbs, niﬁbling the bark. Wﬁthpresent day |
scientific methods, a snall injury of this kind can bevrepaired, but
in many cases the injury is so great that it is impossible for the
tree v» survive.

« BRIDGELAND FARM. Approximately 2,600 bus. of potatoes were grown, and

a quantity of other vegetables. Cerrots and parsnips were ayf/total
failure, the eeed being completely blown away. Beets were only half
a crop. Peas, beans and lettuce failed. A fair crop of turnips,
cabbage, and cauliflower was obtained, but these latéer were saved‘
oniy by 1 the 1abqrious and expensive process of watering with a
watering cart. Very good crops of the smaller vegetables were
obtained, however, at the Nurseries.

By far the larget part of the farm land has been cropped with
potatoes two years in succession, The soil is sandy andreadily
exhausted. The potato crop is one of the most exhauéting thet can
be grown. I would therefore recommend that oni. ralf the area be
pPlanted this year, and the balance either fallowed, or used for a
crop of greenfeéd. The former is much to be preferred.

I would like to see this/activity of the Department developed
