December 31; 1933. 

To His Worship the Meyor, Commissioner', &I Aldermen: 

Gent+emen; 

Nofti thsta.nding the tremendous reduc tion made in the 
~ppropriation for this Department for 1933, due to the assistance of 
relief labour, it was found possible to maintain all our developed 
perk areas in a reasonably good condi tion and to carryon considera.ble 
lmprovemen ts on several new areas. We have suffered considerably', 
however, in so far !I.S the main'tenc.nce of our buildings and equipment 
is concerned, as it has not been possible to purcho.se replncement 
parts, mo.tericl for repairs, etc. to the extent thr.t would seem 
desirc.ble. 

The reduction in appropri~tion compared with 1932 amounted 
to $22,448.79. making a to tal reduct10n since 1931 of $43~604.14. 

With the small sum aVailable ($54,780.16) it waG only 
possiblo to pay the wages of the' p3rmanent staff and no additional 
labour was employed during the year, and trucks end teams were hired 
only when the need was most urgont. 

Du.r1.ng the past year we have ondoavoured to provide and 
maintain, a.s adequately as p&ssible. all recreational facili tic s, 
for nth leisure time increased, and in fact, forced upon our poople 
to such e. tremondous extent; WG fool that it is tho propar funotion 
of this Department to amoliorate as muoh as liea in our power the 
disoouragements under which they are suffering, and to at least make 
it possibl, for them to utilize this leisure time in healthful 
reoreatlon. 

Our work embraces a great div~rsity at funotions, inoluding 
as it does the mainten811ceof the pa.rks, gardens, and recreation 
grounds,with all their complex contents,--fenoes;bridges~ buildings, 
oomfort stations, smlters~ and other buildings, drives, walks, trees, 
shrubs, flowers, la\"lIls, la\vn sea.ts, lighting systems, se\7erS, water 
systems, running tracks, cricket pitches, ball fields, the Zoo and 
its inhabitants, the maintenance of 70 miles of street boulevard and 
the 18,586 treo~ and shrubs upon them; the maintenance of the 
oemeterie s and the interment of 700 dead, wi th all the neoessa.ry re­
oording that goes therowith~ tho operation of the ~~ioi~al Golf 
CourEQ, the care of ten equipped and supervised summerplaygroands~--
70 skating and hockey rinks, and many other activities. 

Whilst appropriations have boen tromendously restricted, 
yet beca.use this Deportment ho.s boon o.sked to furnish work for meny 
unemployed', the net rasult is e. gr.in in pnrks o.nd recrontional 
services which we probably ~ould not heve obtnined in the noxt ten 
yor.rs, under normal condi tions. Mr·.ny now pnrks, mnny now facili tio s 
ham boon built during this period of deprossion, rnd it is possiblo 
that tho servicos of these unomployod oould ba utilized in no batter 
way in view of tho sto.biliz1ng~ chnrr.ctor building~ nnd culturol 
influonce of th) sorvices '1i1h.ich a pr.rks nnd recren.tion dopartment 
provide •

for thr greatest amount of labour and the smallest amount of 
material~ the underlying thought being to carry on ~;rorth \7hile 
improvements wi th the least possible expendi tllXe. ~e men have 
been utilized as far as possible to the best advantage acoording 
to their physical abilities; those not previously used to heavy. 
laborious labollX being given ':lOrk of a le BS arduous .na turo, and 
\lork, as tar as possible , that they -{;ere exporienced in. Whilst 
thero have been occasional evidences of dissa tisfactkon 'Wi th this 
arrag80ment amongst certain types, tho majority seem to have

Our revenue from the various sources for the year 
amounted to $21,769.54. being $304.54 in exoess of our estimate, 
and $9l5.68 above that of 1932.

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Weather: 
The sub-zero temperatures experienced early in October 1932, 

as was to be anticipatied, did very considerable da.mage, shrllbs being 
the greatest su.fferers~ Roses, in particular, Vlere very hard hit, 
and the percentage of losses waS by far the greatest in my experience. 
Trees did not sllffer to the extent I anticipabed, but there wa.s con­
siderable loss amongst certain classes of herbaceous perennials. 

The win ter weather of 1932-33 was very equable. JAllllary 
and February were moderately cold but there were no great extremes. 
March was rather cold and stormy With frequent light falls of snow. 

The s!,Jring bea,SOll ojened unu.S:l.a.ll~r er...rly as is i.;J.dioo.ted 
by the fn.ot that we had to commence the cu tting of grass on M::,y lOth. 

Another intensely dry summer made the maintenance of grass 
areas, and the establishment of newly )lanted stock,s difficult pro­
blem, particula.rly Vlhe~'e watering facili ties were inadequate, as they 
are in many of aur recently developed parks. There was a quite heavy 
fall of so ft wet snow abolltthe middle of Oc tober, and this shOUld, 
normally, have im)roved soil moistllre conditions for the winter. 
This snow was, howevor, cp.ickly dissipo;ced ond then followed e. long 
period of mild dry weather which caused considero.blo alarm to mnny 
c1 tizens by the unsensonr.ble s'v7el11ng of buds on trecs nnd shrubs. 
On December 12th there w~.s c. considerr,blo drop 1n tcmpern.ture ond 
the wec.thor Vlf'.S continuously rnd intensely cold from th:::.t drtte till 
the end of the yenr. Fortun~tely. du.ring this l~riod of intense 
cold, there w('.s n he~,vy snow covering. 

The tempore. turos wero extremely vr"rir.ble throughout the 
yenr. This is reflocted in the Annur.l Report of the Dominion 
Meteorologicr.l Deprxtmont, which shows Cr~lgr.ry f.S hnving the grer..tost 
do.ily rrnge of tomperr.ture, 21.4 degrees~ The highost recorded 
temporc.ture for the ye~x wns 97 degrees on July 25th, r~d the coldest 
dny was Febru~ry 8th,--26 degrees. During the months of December 
there wns n rc.nge of tompor~turo of 81 degrecs, tho morn for thnt 
mon th being 3 dcgrees. One foo t of snOtl fe 11 during tho month. 
Oalgcxy wns e~nin tho driest point in the Dominion, vdth n precipitation 
of 11.4 inches. Rnin foll on 37 deys, ~~d snow on 41 dnys.

u.nsuitability of relief labor for this class of work very little 
progress had been made at the end of the year with winter pr~ning. 

A careful inspection of shrubbery in various parts of the 
city revealed that much damage was done as a result of the remark­
able weather experienced in the earl~l i7inter. The u.nseasonably mild 
weather of November caused much swelli.:.1.g of buds after groYith had 
become dormant. Buds effected in thi.s ';·;ay 'V':ere comj11etely destroyed 
by the sub-zero \",il3ather of December. I t VIas found ths,t the buds on 
all lilacs examined ~ere quite dead, mountain ashes have suffered 
badly in certain situations.

The fertili zer spread on the wes t end proved of great 
benefit to the grass. 

Seven rustic seats around trees were rebuilt)also two 
hundred yards of ne~ fence near the south entrance. 

The roads \~re kppt in as good condition as possible, 
~ut~ owing to the extremely dry ~eather,they at times beoame very 
rough, and grading under these oonditions was practically useless. 
They were hor/ever~ dragged on several occasions '.'Then rain fell. 
No oiling was done during the past season. A large pile of screened 
gravel is in readiness to put on in tre· spring if it is possible to 
get trucks to haul it. The road along the so uth side of the Island 
has been raised ,ppronmately two feet, it having been suggested 
that this WOllld prevent flooding. Roclt 11rotection work has been 
bUil t at the north ea.st corner of the sou th briilge near the comfort 
station~ ~here considsrable erosion was taking place and endangering 
bbth the bridge foundations and the comfort ,station. 

ST. GEORGEtS ISLAND ZOO 

While the increase of specimens has not been so great 
as in previous years~ yet a number of very interesting specimens 
have been recei veda Notable addi tions include a pair of Mrican 
Lions secured from the Castle Hirsch Shows, Ltd., anil Fallow Deer~ 
Japans se Deer, and a Hi :lalayan Te.bl- dona ted by the Parks Department 
of the City of Toronto. Baboons and monkeys received from San Diego 
Zoo have also been a great attraction t and it is in this respect 
that our housing falls short of requirements. Several varieties of 
pheasants, peafowl, and doves, have adiled to the beauty of the 
avian exhi bi t. 

The general health of specimens has again been good and 
losses low. The most serious loss was that of the Mountain Goat and 
Mountain Sheep, These animals had been in the Zoo nearly three years 
and had thrived. Following the flood of December 1932 a very 
luxuriant growth of vegetr.tion appeareil in the paildocks. This 
appeared to caus~ ilysentery and almost immeilio.te ilenth. Such 
animals appear subject to this trouble, nnd gr::welling of ya.rds in 
which they nrEl kept is often resorted to.

The im~rovement of this area has demonstrated to our 
citizens the value of our river banks as a community asset, when 
properly improved, and has created considerable interest and 
enthusiasm for this }has6 of city beautification. 

In this connection I would again like to 00.11 attention 
to the possibilities of beautification there are on the Slope along 
the north bank of the Bow River. So much could be done here with 
the abundunce of relicf labor that is available at the present 
time, and the only thing necessary to make the work a succcss is 
an adequate water supply, which could be provided by tho install­
etion of a service line ~ong the brow of the hill.

POLICING 

The Bow and Elbow rivers were patrolled throughout the 
bathing season by twenty relief men under the direction of the 
regular patrolman of the Parka Department. The duties of these 
men were to see that children did not enter the river for bathing 
at dangerous points, (notices were also posted warning bathers 
not to enter the river a.t these dangerous points), to render first 
aid when necessary, to see that bathers were properly clothed, and 
to prevent the lighting of fires on the river banks ~ growth of 
any kind would be destroyed. In certain suitable locations these 
patrolmen were also used as swimming instructors. Notwithstanding 
all these precautions there was one drowning fatality in the Bow 
river. . 

The Cemetery was regularly patrolled fOr the purpose 
of preventing steal'ng of ribbons, flowers, and plants, ~rom graves~ 
and to prevent damage by oareless driving or automObiles. 

St. George's Island Park was patrolled mainly for the 
purpose of oheoking automobiles with regard to infractioas of 
bylaws. 

~~e two areas where the greatest vandalism has been 
perpetrated during the past season are.--the Rotary Recreation 
Grounds, where the playground apparatus has been wantonly damaged, 
and at S.Mt.Royal Park, where considerable damage has been done to 
trees, shrubs, and park equipment. 

A number of people were warned with regard to private hedges 
encroaohing on sidewalks. 

Some trouble was experienoed with regard to the picking ot 
flowers in the parks. 

Quite a number of warnings had to ·be issued to persons 
placing refuse on the boulevards. 

On July.2nd a oertain organization held a picnio at 
St. Gcorgel~ Island in whioh ice oream and soft drinks were sold.
