To His Worship Mayor H. Hays,
and Members of the City Council,

Gentlemen:

Please find here presented the Annual Report of the Parks, Rec-
reation, Zoo and Cemeteries operations for the year 1961,

This Department was responsible for operations during the year
to the value of more than $1,800,000,00 as follows:

Parks Operations % 859,486.00
Recreation Operations 343,074.00
Cemeteries Operaticns 164,132,00
Capital Works 288,600.00
Capital Works for, or by Other Departments - 209,375.00

$ 1,86L,667.00

The continued annual increase in this total reflects not only
City growth and increasing costs, but also the increasing demands and
pressures of the citizens for more Parks and Recreation services; a
trend that is forecast to greatly accelerate with the inevitable increase
of leisure time,

The actual cost of maintaining all parks during the past five
years has been decreasing, This remarkable fact is best illustrated by
the ralio of the appropriations to the acres of developed land to be’
maintained, A graph illustrating this fact is contained in this report.

In 1958 about §$6L0.00 pver acre was appropriated; in 1962 app-
roximately $450.,00 will be budgeted., This has been made possible by
switching emphasis from floral decorative parks to the more natural types,
by staff re-organization, and mechanization of our operation., However,

I believe that any further decline in this appropriation ratic will result
in an inadequate maintenance program and eventually expensive re-develop-
ment costs,

In presenting this report, I wish to acknowledge the high standard
of co-operation and personal interest of the employees of this department
in achieving our two basic objectives of providing a wholesome outlet for
leisure time for Calgarians and the beautification of the environment in
which they live,

The details of these activities may be found in the following
pages.

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PARKS MAINTENANCE DIVISION - MR, S. H. DAINES, ASSISTANT SUPERINTENDENT

The year 1961 was characterized by an early Spring with little
moisture at the begirning and abnormally high temperatures. This re-
sulted in the rapid growth of trees and shrubs, etc., with the appearance
of a wonderful early Spring. Then a late heavy snow struck, resulting
in extensive damage to many trees throughout the city. The clean-up
following this unfortunate event required almost four weeks to complete.

For the balance of the year conditions were fairly normal, and
the regular mairtenance work throughout the many parks was carried on
successfully, Water rationing regulations were of some concern during
the Summer, however the effect was overcome to some extent by the est-
ablishment of a shift system of watering during off hours,

Following is a review of items of interest in connection with
activities throughout the system of park areas.

RILEY PARK: Once again this attractive older park was a place for thous-
ands to enjoy. The Canadian National Cricket Tournament was held here,
and teams from all over Canada competed, Many favourable comments were
received on the condition of the turf. The wading pool was enjoyed by
thousands of children throughout the Summer.. An apron of black-top was
provided between the dressing rooms and the pool, which was a great im-
provement resulting in less dirt being carried into the pool,

MuWATA CLOVER LBAFS: With the changes to the traffic pattern here, con-
siderable landscaping work was required. Some 1,500 yards of loam was
spread in the Fall in preparation for new grass areas, Seeding of
these areas will be carried out in the Spring. The site of the 5900
locomotive at this location was beautified with the planting of twelve
flats of mixed annuals and 130 geraniums,

PrINCE'5 ISLAND: Much early Spring maintenance was required to overcome
the effects of floodirg and ice encroachment during the Winter, The
park was once more used as the site for the Summer Day Camp by the Rec-
reaticn Division, It is hoped that the approach to the Island will be
improved by the installation of a permanent bridge, before too long.

ROCK GAHDEY 10 ST, N, W, This beautiful garden was carefully maintained
auring the year and was admired by thousands, Some five hundred Alpine
plants were added to the profusion of plants growing here and also at
the Rockery on 1l St. N. W,

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S5T. GaURGE'S ISLAND PARK: This park in conjunction with the Zoo was un-
doubtedly visited by more people than any other park in the City. A
total of thirty picnics were held during the Summer with anywhere from
one hundred toc four hundred people attending each picnic, Extensive
renovations were made to the grass areas in the park with some four hun-
dred yards of loam and eight hundred pounds of grass seed being used,

READER ROCK GARDENS: As is always the case, many people from many places
visited this beautiful and interesting gardern, Considerable renovating
and replanting was carried out within the garden with 205 flats of Alpine
and perennial plants being used, Many thousands of Alpine and peren-
nial plants were propogated at this location during the Spring season.,
Over thirty varieties of rare shrubs and trees were grown from seed and
nurmber some three hundred specimens. :

GLENMORE PARK: Continued development of this natural park area is re-
sulting in a large family-type park, wonderfully suited for group out-
ings. The area is now well serviced with roads and picnic facilities
and is becoming a popular weekend attraction. The two new restrooms
built as Winter Works projects, should be connected to the City water
supply as soon as possible in the new year,

RIVEHR PARK: This large park was given extensive top-dressing with good
results., The new shrub and perenrial beds which were prepared under
the Winter Works program were planted with a total of 2L6 shrubs and
274 perennials, Replacement of a number of tree specimens which were
Winter killed was necessary. The creek flowing through this park was
inmproved in appecrance by the addition of a few naturally constructed
dams and waterfalls,

STANL-Y PaRK: Gracdual development of this large park is continuing.
Much loaming and seeding has been done by the Construction crews and it
is planred to provide a cricket pitch at this location. A cable fence
was installed along the new hard surfaced road as a protective feature.
Painting of the service buildings in the park was started and will be
completed in the new year,

BOWJIESS PAiK: Responsibility for the operation and maintenance of this
park was officially transferred to this Department on lst April. Con-
siderable landscaping and renovating was required in the vicinity of the
new bridge at the entrance to the park, The three new restroom units
were put into operation after some delay which was caused by lack of
sufficient water pressure, The o0ld structure which housed the ortho-
rhonic equipment was removed from the lagoon.
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Patronage at the park was scmewhat lower during 1961 and we
believe this is due to two reasons. There is no doubt that the Tran-
sit system strike prevented a good number of peoonle from travelling to
the park while the strike was in progress. Of the one hundred and
twenty-two scheduled picnics recordeda, twenty-four were cancelled be-
cause of poor weather conditions,

Use of the dance hall as such was discontinued and the park
closed at ten otclock each night, with the result that rowdyism and
vandalism was almost non-existent.

Improvement of the appearance of the old swimwing pocl was
made at the end of the season by removing the old dressing rooms,
The popularity of this park has decreased considerably since the swim=-
ming pool was abandoned ard it is hoped that eventuslly a new pool will
be provided,

Gakw rXER APPRUNTICESHIP TRAINING PROGIAM: A programe of pardener app-
renticeship was started in 1961 to extend over a four year period.
Five apprentices are beiny trained under this programme, and for the
purpcse an Apprenticeship Training Board was organized as follows:

GlolinCite UG :HY: Development of this unit is contimuing, Much loam
is still required on some areas to provide a sufficient depth for the.
groWwing of healthy vigorous specimens, Part of the area was sown

to crep bvarley esrly in the Spring and was plowed under during the Fall,
This nct only kept weeds under control but will prove beneficial to the
soil,
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A line of spruce and poplar trees were planted.on both sides
of the main road and a sirmilar improvement along the lateral roads will
be carried out in the Spring. Specimen trees and shrubs with name tags
were planted in attractive arrangements to the north of the main road .
inside the entrance to the grounds, together with a large circular flow-
er bed in the centre of which is a flagpole. This bed was planted with
cannas, together with a border of white dwarf mums. The area attracted
many visitors seeking information,

.. The old Livingston log cabin was fenced in with post and cable
and the area surrounding it was levelled and loamed and planted with
shrubbery,

Removal of the old farmhouse on the property is recommended
due to the fact that it is deteriorating badly and is unsuitable for use,
It is hoped that a proper service building with sanitary facilities and
storage space for vehicles and equipment will be provided at the mursery
before long, A garage in conjunction with the residence is urgently
required, :

At the present time the public is gaining access to the boat
dock at the reservoir through the nursery, It is hoped that an access
road will be provided outside the nursery before long, as some damage
and inconvenience has been caused by people parking in the nursery,

The following numbers of nursery stock were éhipped to the var-
ious parks, boulevards and cemeteries during the planting season,

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HEBENHOUSES e VWith the continued growth of the City and the creation of
additional floral parks, the facilities at the greenhouses were taxed to
the limit. In order to provide more space to produce the required stock
n-eded for Svring plunting, a new 70! X 30! greenhouse was constructed to
the south of the existing units. In addition, a new 30' X 26' potting
shed was combined with this unit as well as a boiler house 36' X 26!,
These three developments will be completed during the Winter and should
be ready for use in the new year.

There were over 154,000 plants successfully produced and dis-

tributed from the greenhouses in the 1961 season and were distributed as
follows:

QUEEN'S PARK CEMETERY: During 1961 definite improvement in the appear-
ance of this Cemetery was obtained by lawn seeding Section G, and the
grading down and loaming and seeding of the southern side of what was
called the gully. The ncrth bank is now being filled and graded with
the natural contour being retained, so as not to disturb the natural
course of the little brook. This area will be seeded in 1962 and will
later provide space for a number of grave plots,

The area used for non-care burials during the past few years
was loamed ard will be seeded in the Spring. It is hoped that we will
be able to continue using this section for indigent burials, but owing
to the reclamation of the land beyond the cemetery, the water table has
been raised teo the extent that if it were not for improving the appear-
ance of the adjacent perpetual-care section, its use would not be warr-
anted.

Re-seeding of the area from which the turf was removed for use
at Broadview Soccer Park and elsewhere was done, and all graves which
had settled were filled and seeded.

It gives us satisfaction to report that relations with plot
owners and funeral homes remain harmonious.

Extension of the storm sewer outflows is now completed and
will permit the grading down and landscaning of the upper end of the
ravine, This grading will be done in the Spring so that the adjacent
land can be prepared for burials, This will economically improve the
apnearance of this north-east section,

In deference to the requests of the residents to the narth of
the Cemetery, some sixty spruce trees were planted as a start towards a
buffer screen along the north side, This will be furthered by planting
poplar trees in the Spring,

The desirability of extending the pavement and asphalt curb-
ing is here emphasized, also the nced to complete the chain link fenc-
ing where required., . Should any good quantities of course rock become
available, it would be advisabla to base fill the coulee at the west-
centre of the cemetery to make possible a main driveway from which branch
roads can radiate., It would be advisable to have the gut ditch at the
bottom dredged out in 1962, ‘
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The general appearance of lawns and floral disolays during
the summer was quite good and a generous contribution of surplus an-
mals from one of the local nurseries assisted in this regard, The
spraying of the lawns for weed control was not too successful and
some damage to trees was noted.

Considerable planting of trees and shrubs throughout the
cemetery was carriad out including a number of plantings on grave lots
which were paid for by the owners. Many of these were mountain ash
which do not appear to be thriving too well due to the exposed location.
We will endeavour to persuade lot owners to have birch trees planted in
future. Spraying of the spruce trees in the cemetery was carried out
as trecatment against the scale with which they are affected, Complete
pruning of all trees in the cewetery requiring this attention will be
attempted before spring.

The performance of the staff during the year, both perminent
and casual was commendable, and we trust that the students who were with
us t his year will be returning again next season,

Burials for the year 1961 totalled #63.

UNTON CEMETERY: This Cemetery was thoroughly renovated in the Spring,
with all rrass areas bein raked and old wreath frames removed from
rany grave plots. Several moruments adjacent to the roadways and which
dove begimnning to tilt off balance, were straightened,

Perennial beds were all du, over and new stock planted, The
flower beds on nrivate grave plots were orepared and planted, according
to the wishes of the lot cwners,

Az a result of this activity, and with regular watering and
cutting of the grass areas, the appeara.ce of the cemetery was quite
good, ’

The roads throughout the cemetery are beginning to deteriorate
considerably and are in need of scarifying and oiling, Perhans this
can be rectified durings the coming year,

Over nine hundred sunk=n graves were revaired durine the year,
requiring sone LBO cubic yards of loam to bring: the areas to the proper
level,

Burials in this cemetery totalled 158,
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BURNSIAND CEMETERY: Similar treatment as was given to the Union Cem-
etery in the Spring was applied to this cemetery, with the shrubbery
beds being dug over and some new stock planted.

A similar situation exists with regard to the roads and
it. is hoped to make some improvements in their condition before long.

Repairs to some four hundred feet of chain link fencing
along the MclLeod Trail was required and carried out,

The Field of Honour section of this Cemetery was given
special attention for Decoration Day and many visitors came to the Cem-
etery for the special ceremonies conducted at that time, with everything
going along smoothly,

A further area of scme 24,200 square feet of ground was
prepared and seeded in the Field of Honour. Space for approximately
1,000 future burials is now available in this section. The total num-
ber of burials in the Field of Honour is now 2,795, with 168 being made
in 1961.

Almost seventeen hundred sunken graves were repaired
within this Cemetery during the year, which amounted to over 67,300
square feet of new seeding, '

Burials in this Cemetery during the year totalled 326.
ST. MARY'S CEMmTERY: A gencral Spring clean un and regular maintenance

throughout the year including the old section was carried out in this
Cemetery with the overall appearance being quite satisfactory,

Dandelion killer was anplied throcughout the Cemetery
with satisfactor, results, Over seven hundred sunken graves were re-
paired, which amounted to over 21,000 square feet of new seeding, Some
Lreatment to the roads will be required in the coming season to put them
in good shape,

Burials in this Cemetery totalled 261.

CHIT OO0 CutisThiYs This comparatively small cemetory was kept in trim con-
dition during the year. Some 120 sunken graves wore repaired, which am-

ounted to a total area of aoproximately L8600 square feet which was re-
sceded, 4 number ol new grave blocks ware marked out and cement markers
nlaced, ~

Total burials in tiis cemetery during the year were 356.

Total burials throuyhout all Cemeteries in 1961 numbercd —
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200 CURATOR'S REPORT 1961 - T. BAINES, CURATCR

, Despite some minor disappointments, I feel a successful year
can be reported, so I will endeavor to summarize some of the year's
events,

MAMMALS: As has been menticned in previous reports this has been our
main strength and this year steady improvement can again be reported,
However, as the North Extension is only now coaming in to use, no great
effort was made to increase our mammals but rather to consolidate what
we have and ensure that suitable specimens will be available for above
mentioned extension,

Having this in mind, mammals obtained from outside sources in
1961 were almost entirely confined to small specimens. Only exceptions
were a Russian Brown Bear from the National Zoo in Washington, D.C., a
Burro from Mr. Allen Woodrow of Castlegar, B. C., Rocky Mountain Goats
from Banff National Park and the State Game Commission of Helena, Mont-
ana,

A number of small mammals however were added including an
Albino Dingo from San Diego, Bush Babies from Dublin, Owl Monkeys from
Columbia etc, The birth rate was probably the highest in our Zoo's
History. Some 25 species (excluding common varieties) reproduced,
including Kangaroo, Wallaby, Licn,Dingo, Prehensile Porcupine, Drill,
Otter, Cape Hunting Dogs, Pronghorn, Agouti, Peccary Mara etc.

BIRDS: This collection has been vautlj improved. The New waterfowl
House was only put into use in December but together with projected

- improvements in this section of the Park will enable us to add to our
already fine collection of Swans, Geese and Ducks, Several species
have been added to our Waders in the Aquatic House and this is a really
fine year-round attraction. Qur collection of Birds of Prey has been
added to, the most valuable additicn being a Great Grey Owl,

Our Pheasants and Game Birds collection remain about the same,
but it is hoped to improve this section next year, Numerous small
birds have been added but as stated in my 1960 report, any large exten-
gicn of Tropical Birds will have to await a proper Bird House,

REPTILES: Collection has remained almost the same, but the fact the
Tuatara continues to thrive which is highly gratifying and the Boas from
Trinidad proved a good attracticn.

EXCHANGES: Have been carried out with many Zoos including Granby, Tor-
cnto, Winnipeg, San Diego, Vancouver, Edmonton, Brookfield, Chester
Catskill, Dublin, Jersey, Copenhagen, Trinidad, Lansing, Washlngton,
etc. etc. Mr. D. B, Archer of Calgary ard Barrancabermega, Columbia,
was again very generous in sending us marmals and birds,

CHILDREN'S Z00: 1Is now open every day in the year, as no count of att-
endance is kept in the winter, exact number is not known but is probab-
ly in the neighbourhood of 250,000 for a whole year. Gyro has now ine
creased from her original 333 pounds to her present 860 pounds, The
New Building is functioning excellently and holding as it does such var-
ied specimens as the Elephant, Deer,Monkeys, Rodents, Toucans, Finches,
Reptiles, etc,, it has something to offer to all ages.

SIGNS: Are well up to date as regards Mammals although the new North
txtension may require a new type of sign to include pictures,as numerous
species of animals will be running together, Bird signs are gradually
being erected,

PUBLIC REIATIONS: Have I think, been well maintained although I bel-
leve the Society would greatly benefit by the regular issuing of the
monthly Newsletter and also if possible of th=: restarting of the "Honker",

RUDOLPH: Was again in great demand; cold weather caused cancellation of
some LO parties but 1l visits were made to such "Shut In" Groups as Hos-
pitals, Homes etc and seventy to other parties. In all some 1,300
people attended the "Shut In" Parties and probably 16,000 the others,

In 8 years, Rudolph has visited 630 parties with an attendance of well
over 100,000, His popularity is so great that it is impossible to sup=-
ply all requests despite every effort of those concerned,

THE STAFF: Have co-operated in an excellent manner, this applies not
only tc the regular City Employees but also to the young people who
have staffed our Children's Zoo., Through the latter's efforts, many ,
valuable animals have beenraised for the Zoo and the fact that some
three quarters of a million people have now visited this Section speaks
well of the staff, The increased Zoo Establishment authorized last
year has I tiink functioned smoothly tut with another 15 acres of land
and the New Waterfowl House - this building alone covers 3,600 square
feet - and other added exhibits, aur total staff of 13, including Cur-
ator, Foreman, Truckdriver and two evening men are of a necessity short
handed, I say evening men, because we still have no coverape between
11 P.M, and 8 A.M, other than any casual coverage given by the Curator,

ENTERTATNMENT: Mr. Don Harvie again put on a fine Banquet for the Zoo
Staff which was as usual much appreciated and the annual Zoo Staff and
Directors Banquet was another popular item and your President, Mr, Lars
Villumsen treated the Staff to Buffet Suprer just before Christmas,

THAINKS: Finally it remains only to tharkall thosc whether at Civie,
Zocisty Staff level or indeed eversbody who worked so harmoniously to
contribute to such a successful year,

Throughout 1461, Lhe Kecreation Division has endeavoured to
realize its general objective of cnsuring that Calgar, residents of all
ages have an opportunity to engage in a wide variety of wholesome, worth-
while recreational activities, The operation of programs, co-operation
with other agencies and organizations, the provision of facilities, and
the extension of advisory and consultative services have contributed to
the attainment of this objective,

This report will indicate the ext nt to which divisional per-
sonnel have succeeded in serving the public, Althouyh quantitative
ficures are given, it should be remembered that the more intangible,
cualitative aspects of the nrogram are of prime importance, Comments
from particzipants and members of the public, in general, indicate that
some success is beinp achieved in improving the quality of the program,

DIVISTONAL db-CRGANIZATION:  In an effort to extend and improve the
services of the Division, a new position, that of Supervisor of Athletics
anc Special Events was established, the number of Area Supervisors posi-
tions was rewuced from five to four and job descriptions of all super-
visory positions were reviscd, Mr. J. R. Houghton was appointed Super-
visor of Athletics and Special bvents., Mr., J., H. Worsfold, a former
Area Supervisor was promoted to the position of Supervisor of Area Pro-
grams and Mr., R. R, Lavery, another Area Supervisor, was promoted to the
position of Supervisor of Recreation Facilities, The net result however
did nct require an increase in personnel.

Other re-organizational features which proved particularly
effective during the year inclucded the incorporation of the Recreation
Construction persornel into the Division, providing for direct control
znd incr-ased flexibility in the planning and operation of playground
and ice rink corstruction programs and maintenance of stadia. The use
of Certre Supervisors in winter centres improved control and discipline
at the centres and permitted more diversification of the Area Super-
visors' duties, The increase of ‘leadership to two leaders on most
playprounds was ancther method used to improve quality, increase safety
and provide for closer attention to the varvying needs and interests of
children of i f'ferent ages.

RESREANTIOR PROGRANM

Fall and Winter Hecrestion Certres: Twenty-four Recrcation Centres were
cperated in schools throughout the City for two ten-week periods, From
Januury until April and October until December, thousands of children,
youth &nd aduelts participated in physical activities, crafts and other’
passive forms of recreation,

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RECREATION ACTIVITIES IN- VARIETY
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Centre programs were organized for children and youths, 9 - 12,

13 - 15, 14 - 18 years of age and for adults. A total of over 13,500
persons registered for these programs, Adult vrograms are either in-
structional or non-instiructional. Badminton grours are an example of
Adult non-instructional oroyrams. A1l other programs follow a detailed
program content as determined by the Area Supervisor and the leader con-
cerned, Once again, guality has been improved as the activity has pro-
vided a progressive, wothwhile exnerience,

Playgrounds: Twenty-four supervised plavyground prosrams were operated
by the Recreation Division for eirht weeks during July and August. iach
two-week perioud, a new basic theme was followed at each playground, The
themes selected in 1961 were the Stampede, Nature Study, Carnival and
Olympics. During these theme periods, activities were basad on the par-
ticular theme then being followed, Each theme program culminates in a
special event during which the children exhibit their craflt projects or
demonstrate tlie activities the, have learned, Lvery effort is made by
the playsronnd staff to ensure that the children learn interesting and
useful thiqys while playine, Learning may aftect attitudes, skills and
general knowledge,

Day Camp: The 1961 Day Jamn Program saw incrzased progress toward be-
coming a proper camning program, A camp director and four counsellors
worked diliently to teach the cammers much that they should know about
tne various aspects of camning incluading nature lore, camp crafts, sett-
ing up tents, games and campfire programs, The program adhered to small
group emohasis of camping in which a small groun of about ten children
carvy out most of their activities under the yuidance of their counsellor,
Through the small group contact, counsellors were able to gel to know the
campers very well and were able to make some conlribution to the person-
ality development of their charges,

Unfortunately, the prolonged transit strike resulted in a sub-
stantial decrrase in the numier of children who could attend the camp.
In fact, it was nccessary to cancel one camp veriod and combine it with
ansther one to give sufficient numbers for the camp, Altogetner, five
orie-week camos were held,

The campers who did attend, however, enjoyed a genuine camp-
roexperiecnce during their week at camp, Except for the fact that the
campers Went hemz 1t night, they were in a real camp, complzte with tents
couk-outs, sing-son;'s around the fire and an overnight sleepout,
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Athletic and Special Events: The Athletic and Special Events program
was started in 1961 to provide assistance to the many athletic and
other recreational groups operating within the City. Owing to the
unfortunate illness of Mr, J. Taylor, the Supervisor of Athletics and
Special Events was required to defer work on the development of the
Athletic and Special Event program to assume responsibility for swim-
ming pools and playing fields,

Despite this change of responsibility, some significant
developments occurred in this section of the Division's work,

Band Conqggzg: A band concert was held at Bowness Park with the co=
operation of Captain F, M. Mcleod of the Lord Strathcona's Horse (R.C.)

Fastball and Baseball: The Supervisor also worked closely with the
Calgary and Vistrict Fastball Association, Church Leagues, Industrial
Leagues, the C.C.R.A, and the Calpary Boys' Baseball Association re-
garding organization, the preparation of schedules and the allocation
of facilities,

With reference to facilities, it shoulc be noted that the
co-creration extended by the Calpary Public and Separate School Beoards
made 1t possible to give greater service to the various groups concerned,

sinilar co-cperative relaticnships with the many hockey leagues
in improved hockey fer the young players in the City., To in-
crease the cfiectliveness of this co-operaticn the Supervisor has acce-
epted the position of kxecutive-Secretary of the Hockey Commission.

In this way, the decreaticn Division is able to be part of, and give
assistince to, the main co-crdinating body in the hockey program in
Calrary., Virect assistance has been given to the C.C,R,A, in the pre-
paration of scheavles and the allocation of facilities.

The Hecreation Divisicn operated the Tiny-Mite Hockey Pro-
gram fcr boys under 12 years of agpe, In the 1960 - 61 season, 38
teams were entered in this league. In the 1941 - 62 season, this
league hzd grown tc include 0 teams.

Velleyball: In the fall of this year, the Division was instrumental
I the uevelcepront of an auymented Ladies' Volleyball League and a
Men's Volleyball League. Once again, through the Supsrvisor of
Athletics and Special Events, who is a member of the governing cormm-
iltees of these sports, the Recreation Divisicn is able to make an
impertant contribution to the recreaticn 1life of the Community,
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Table Tennis: Table Tennis is another area in which the Division has
been able to give assistance. In addition to aiding in the planning
and conduct of the annual tournament, the Supervisor assisted in the
formation of the Calgary Table Tennis Association.,

Swimming Instructicn: In 1961, the swimwing instruction program was
extended to cover the period from mid-June until the end of August,
Three sets of classes were held; one during June, one in July, and
one in August, Swimmers entered in the June classes received ten
lessons while those registered for the July and August classes rec-
eived twelve lessons., All lessons were of half an hour duration

and were given at all pools. Classes ranged from Red Cross'Beginners"
through to the Royal Life Saving Society Award of Merit., = Prelimin-
ary discussion with the Y.,W.,C.A.,, the Y,M.C.A., the Red Cross Society
Swimming and Water Safety Branch and the Royal Life Saving Society en-
sured co-ordination with other instructional programs and enabledthe
Hecreation Division to enlist the help of qualified leadership,

Much credit is due to these organizations for their assistance. More
than 1,500 children and adults participated in the instructicnal pro-
Frdlm,

SCMAURTTY  ASSOCIATIONS: A start was made in the task of developing
clcser relaticnshins with the many Community Associations in Calgary.
Divisional staff attended many Association meetings to promote better
understanding, co-operation, and co-crdination, ~ The Division also
assisted in the development of the Federation of Calgary Communities
throush attendance and participaticon in the organizational mectings
that led to the formation of the Federation.

Meetings of the Calyary Community Recr=2aticn Association
were attencded by stalf members of the Uivision and efforts were made
to ensure the effective integraticn and co-operation of the C.C.R.A.
ard the F,C.C. through the preparation of organizaticnal charts de=
lineating the areas of responsibility,

To date, the work with the Communit, Asscciations has just
started. However, scme nctable progress toward improved relationships
has been achicved, Further progress in this work of assisting and
enconrs "ing the growth of recreation in the Associations is promising.
A preat wealth of talent, industry and initiative is nresently active
in the Community Associaticns. It 1s the duty of the Recrecation Div-
isicn to assist the Associations in all possible ways,

RECREATION FACILITIES: A major concern of the Division, during the
pact year, nas becn the provision of recreation facilities for the
people of calpary,
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i#all Fields and Stadia

Mewata Stadium was made available for 128 different events in
1961, including Soccer, Intermediate, Junior, Mighty-Mite and High School
Football; Track and Field, the Hotary Bar-B-Que and Band Marching pract-
ices, Renfrew, Broadview and Highwood Parks were used for Soccer, Eng-
lish Rugger and Field Hockey games, Parks and school diamonds were al-
located for league play in Fastball and Baseball, In short, every effort
was made to ensure that all those wishing to participate in these sports
had a place to play.

Recreatbtion Hall

Mewata Recreation Hall saw increased use this year with var-
ious groups using the hall every week night for their activities, Bands,
the Kennel Club, the Calgary Archers and the Coin Club were regular users
of the hall,

‘Ice Rinks: The provision of skating facilities constituted another impe
ortant part of Divisional Activity, Over seventy boarded hockey rinks
were dismantled in the Lpring, repaired, stored and re-assembled in the
Fall for Community Associations., Goal frames and scrapers were also
supnlied to the Commnities, In addition, some 120 pleasure skating
areas were provided either to the Commnity Associations or were estabe:
lished in other areas, The Recreation Division supplied one or more
basic floods for the Community rinks and assisted with additional flood-
ing or snow removal on reguest, Rinks established in other areas were
maintained by Division personnel who, also, were responsible for the en- .
tire operation of five boarded rinks and the South Calgary Artificial
Aink, The City operated rinks were available to leagues on a permit
basis,

Swimaing Pools: The opening of the summer season saw five outdoor pools
veliny ornerated by the Uivision., One more, the Acadia Pool, was opened
at the beginning of Aupust, New departures in pool operation this ydar
included the previously mentioned swimming instruction program and the
establishment of special hours for adults. Adult hours proved very pop-
ular and were established either at noon hour (at Bridgeland) for busi-
ness neople or bebween 9:00 P, M, and 10:00 P, W, Altopether, a quarter
of a million swimmcrs entered the pools in 1961, '

fecreation Construction: Much of the work of the Division was handled

by the Kecreation Construction crews who built new backstons at ten loce
ations, installed playgsround equipment at five locations and were respone-
sible for the dis-mantling, repairing and erection of the boarded rinks,
In addition, these crews carried out the marking of fields, the cleaning
and floodiny of rinks and the transnorting of sunplies and materials to
the pouls, recreation centres, playgrounds and the day camp, The in-
corporation of this section of the Parks Department's work into the Rec-
reation Division has proven to be extremely valuable,
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CONCLUSION: It was stated at the beginning of this report that progress
had been made toward the achievement of the Recreation Divisiont's object-
ive of providing greater opportunity for the people of Calgary to partici-
nate in wholesome, satisfying recreation. It is felt that this report
gives some idea of the extent of this achievement, However, it 1s re-
cognized that many needs have not yet been met and many people have not
vet been served, The Recreation Division is dedicated to the fullest
possible use of all its resources toward meeting these needs and serving
these people, With the continued co-operation of the many individual
groups and organizations who havehelped in the past; the excellent con-
tribution of the¢ press, radio and television stations who have assisted
in keeping the public informed of our servicesjy and the fine co-oper-
ation of the Public and Separate School Boards, it is felt that the task
is not too great and the citizens of Calpary will be served,

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WiskD CONTROL: Weed control by Department crews commenced on 3lst May and
continued until late October. The systematic cutting of the natural
growth on large areas of City land in various locations was carried out
in order to prevent these areas from becoming a source for complaints,
Cutting of all growth along major thorofares, and a special clean-up along
the Stampede parade route was carried out.

Chemical treatment for the control of dandelions and weeds in
the Cemeteries, Golf Course and most major parks, for a total of over 500
acres was done by contract and was effective., Two Department spray units
took care of all other parks and City properties requiring chemical treat-
ment, using a total of 275 gallons of 2-4D.

There were L33 private properties inspected as a result of com-
plaints and 164 of this number were satisfactorily cleaned up after only
a verbal warning by the inspector. There were 153 written notices given.
Of this number 63 required a further letter of warning and Ll were sent
a second letler before satisfactory remedial action was taken, It was
found that 116 locations inspected were unjustified complaints,

BUILLINGS AWND FERCING: The erecting and repairing of fences is carried
out in the very e:rly spring and late fall by the main weed control crew.
Hepairs to ferces at twenty six locations was effected and erection of
both chain link and post and cable fencing was completed at Hounsfield
heights Park, Spruce Cliff, King George, 16th Averme and 8th Street, S.W.,
L7th Aveniue and 17th Street, S.W., Manchester Community Park, Bridgeland
Somrunity Park, Stanley Park and Bowness Park,

New buildings complcted during the year included the Acadia
Swirming Pool which was opened in August, an additional picnic shelter
at Jt. Patrick's Island Camp Ground, Restrooms at Glenmore Park, Picnic
Shelter at Sandy Beach and an extension over the boiler house at the
City Ureenhouses, Four used Motel buildings were obtained from 16th
Averne, No W., and installed as change rooms at Shouldice Park, Sianley
Park, a pro-shop at the Golf Course, and a clubhouse for the Caladonian
roctball Club at Mewvate practice field. Installation of the new boilers
for the greenhouses was started as a Winter 'orks project in December,

The old Stampeder dressing rooms at Mewata were dismantled and
the lum er salvaged, Re-alignment of some of the fencing at Mewata was
carr:ed out as a result of the change in the one-way traific pattern past
tnis location, B:snd Stands were set up as required at Bowness Park, St.
Goorge's Island snd kiley Park.

PLUMBING SECTICN: With the continued development of new park areas, this
section of the Construction Division is becoming responsible for the main-
tenance of nmore and more water systems in parks and buildings each year,
The siutting off and draining of surface lines throughout the parks in

the fall, and the task of turning the water back on in the spring is a
major task, Portable aluminum pipe for waterirg large areas 1is being

used and will be relied on to eliminate the need t'or permanent shallow sur-
face lires in rew areas where this type of watering is feasible. Another
new feature is the use¢ of pop-up sprinkler systems which eliminates the

use of hoses and portable sprinklers,

The newly built restrooms at Bowness Park and the water facili-
ties at the concession building were connected to the Rowness town water
system by our division. Sewer and water lines were also connected to
the new restrooms at the Pearce Hstate. Some 25,000 feet of pipe vary-
ing from 3/LY to L' lines was installed during the vear for new lines
ard in repairing broken lines, Considerable work is alsodene for other
Jepartments by the Corstructicn Divisicn, with over 70 work orders beirg
riecelved durirg the vear and representing a value of #105,625,00

AbPell £lloP: The maintenarce of the hundreds of hand tools, the scores
ci hand and power wowers, and the ieavier equipnent used in the parks
réintenance and construction operaticns kept this section of the Con-

struction Uivision extremely busy all duringe the vyear.

Lookirg back at the beginning of this repsir secticn reveals
that one craftsran was engaged to do this work about the year 191€.
In Ere late twenties a few pover mowers were introduced for cemetery and
vovlevara moinlenance, By 1933 all horse drawn pgrass cutting equipment
had veesn replaced by nmotor coperated units and a second man was employed
for rochanical maintenance,

Since that time, as more and more parks have cevelcped, the
oantity of tcols and equipment has increased until at the present t ime
t'ere are in use six landscaping tractors, two back-hoes for grave dig-
ging, one front end lcader, one cat tractor, one golf course tractor,
anG one Parkmaster seven unit lawn tractor. Other smllerequipment in.
cludes ten Graveley 'lractors with attcchments, fourteen Professional
mowers, twenty t ree Park Special mowers, seven mctor scythes, twentye-
five power mowers cf variocus types, and one hundired and twenty-five hand
lawn mowers,

To meirtain and service all trese units together witn the

sceres of various hand tools used, there are six repair and service per-
~rnel in the zhon, plus a foreran and two storekecopers,

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Every effort is made to see that all equipment is kept in good

~operating condition at all times and that repairs are economically made,

Early replacement of the cat tractor and overhead loader with heavier

equipment is indicated as repair costs on these units are increasing.

Tn purchasing new units it is important that exact specifications based

on equipment with known demcnstrated performance be used in order to en-

sure that the best machine for our particular requirements will be ob-

ta inedo :

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ADMINISTRATIVE DIVISION - M. BARRACLOUGH, ADMINISTRATIVE ASSISTANT

BUDGET REPCRT: It will be noted in the following statements that total ex-
penditures charged to the Mdintenance budget exceeded appropriations by an
amount of $30,618.55. This was caused by expenditures having to be made
which were not provided for in the budget.

At the time that the budget was passed it was not yet decided
that the various concessions at Bowness Park were to be operated by the De-
partment, consequently no funds were appropriated to cover t his expense,
With the decision reached that the Tourist and Convention Association could
not operate the Concessions it was necessary to purchase equipment and pro-
vide staff to operate these facilities,

Purchase of kitchen equipment fa the food concession was author=-
ized and amounted to $5,689.,00, Wages for staff to operate the boats, min-
iature golf course and merry-go-round amounted to $6,297.40.

The Acadia Swimming Poocl was not expected to be in operation dur-
ing the sumer but was completed in time to be operated during August, Ex-
penses in this regard amounted to $5,855,1l.

Settlement of wage negotiations with workers resulted in payment
of wage and salary adjustments for a total of $8,4L0.55,.

It was decided atthe end of the year to set up a reserve for imp=
rovements at the Golf Course, Consequently, the difference between expen-
ditures and revenue at the Course was transferred to a reserve which result=-
ed in a charge of $13,35l.38 being set against the budget.

The total of all these ad.itional items amounts to $39,636.L7.
Taking these trings into consideration therefore, it can be said that the
Department operated within the budget appropriation.

With the continued expansion of the City each year, there are more
parks, buildines and facilities developed and requiring maintenance,  Add-
itional men, equipment and materials are required t o accomplish this work,
and the result is a steadily increasing budget.

Supervisors and Foremen are being reminded at every opportunity
that they must keep expenses down and we feel that they are accomplishing
a great deal with theresources at their disposal. In fact, we are contin-
ually being told by Foremen that they are hard-pressed totake care of the
work required,

It has been pointed out elsewhere in the report by the Superinte
endent that the amount provided per acre for maintenance is actually less
at thistime than a few years ago, This is attributed to a departure from
intensive horticultural and decorative development. Also involved I am
sure are improved methods brought about by improved machines and organiz-
ation,
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During the predicted continued growth of the City the demand for
more funds to provide for the maintenance and operation of the facilities
administered by this Department will continue and in order to effectively
contain the upward spiral of expenditures it will be essential to develop
the awareness of all supervisory personnel to ensure that maximum results
are obtained in relationt o dollars spent,

An increase of more than $32,000,00 in total revenues over the
amount estimated is recorded for 1961, This is in spite of the revemue
from the Golf Course being some $8,4C0,00 below the estimate. Reason
for this drop in revenue at the Golf Course was a combination of several
poor weekends due to bad weather, and the increased use of the course by
Junior players holding season tickets, It would seem advisable because
of the low cost of the season ticket that juniors should berestricted to
weekday play only. 0Of course they would be allowed to play weekends and
holidays upon payment of the regular green fee,

Main items of revenue affecting the increase of actual over esti-
mated was the r evenue from Bowness Park and the Swimming Pools. No esti-
mate was included in the budget for Bowness due to uncertainty with regard
to Department operation of the park at the time the budget was passed,
Consideration of thz offer of the Calgary Tourist and Convention Association
to operate the park was not complsted at budget tlme which accounted for
this omission,

Swimming pool revenues were greater than estimated mainly due to
the opening of the new Acadia pool early in August which was not anticipated
when tre budget was prepared, A slightly higher return from the other
five pools gensrally accounted for the rest of the higher revenue picture,

The 3t, Patrick's Island Camp Ground showed a record amount of
revenue and during Stampede week a second overflow camp was established at
the Pearce state, With the increasing popularity of Camping among vac-
ationers there is a good reason to expect that provision of more camping
facilities will be required, The Pearce Lstate site sseems a logical one,
and with the provision of sanitary facilities there last year, all that is
now required to make it acceptably serviceable as a camp ground is sSome
glectric lighting and gravelling and oiling of the rocads,
