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In July 2012, Calgary’s 12-month-moving-average inflation rate decreased to
1.9 per cent from 2.0 per cent in June 2012 but up from 1.2 per cent in July
2011. Nationally, the inflation rate also decreased to 2.3 per cent from 2.4 per
cent last month and 2.6 per cent in July 2011.

The unemployment rate in the Calgary Economic Region (CER) was 4.7
per cent in July 2012, down from 5.7 per cent in the same time last year.
Nationally, the unemployment rate was 7.2 per cent, slightly down from 7.3
per cent in July 2011.

Total employment in the Calgary Economic Region (CER) was 818,000 in
July 2012, a 3.7 per cent increase from 788,600 in July 2011.

Between June 2011 and June 2012, the number of Calgarians receiving regular
employment insurance fell by 33.9 per cent to 6,460. For Alberta, in the same
time period, the number fell by 30.4 per cent to 23,880.

In July 2012, the average price of crude oil (WTI) was US$87.95/bbl, up 6.7
per cent from June 2012. The average price of natural gas (AECO) was $2.22/
GJ, up 19.4 per cent from the previous month.

The Canadian prime business loan rate remained unchanged at 3 per cent in
July 2012.

The Index of Consumer Confidence increased in July 2012, rising 2.9 points
to 76.9 (2002 = 100) from June 2012.

In June 2012, Alberta retail sales were estimated at $5.6 billion (seasonally
adjusted), a 1.3 per cent decrease over the previous month but a 6.6 per cent
increase year-over-year.

Alberta wholesale merchants’ sales were estimated at $6.5 billion (seasonally
adjusted) in June 2012, down 3 per cent from the previous month but up 10
per cent from June 2011.

Alberta manufacturing sales were estimated at $6.0 billion (seasonally adjusted)
in June 2012, down 2.6 per cent from the previous month but up 5.8 per cent
from June 2011.

In July 2012, total housing starts in Calgary (CMA) reached 910 units, down
from 1,184 units in June but up from 658 units a year ago.

Calgary housing sales in July 2012 was 2,502 units, down 11.7 per cent from
2,832 units in June but up 26.7 per cent from 1,975 units a year ago.

July’s MLS average sale price for Calgary was $409,670, down 3.0 per cent
from last month’s average of $422,139, but up 3.0 per cent from $397,613 a
year ago.

In July 2012,the total building permit value in the city of Calgary reached
$373 million, a 4.8 per cent increase from last month’s total of $356 million,
and a 13.9 per cent increase from $327 million a year ago.
