The Macleod Trail and 194 Avenue S.W. interchange project has been
moving forward with the final engineering design completed at the end of
2021. The project is currently awaiting funding to commence construction.
Once completed, it will include a partial-turns interchange that provides
access to and from the north leg of Macleod Trail only (access to/from
the south leg of Macleod Trail will be available via the 210 Avenue S.W.
intersection); and a convenient new parallel connector road called Sheriff
King Landing on the west side of Macleod Trail, which will link 194 Avenue
S.W. with 210 Avenue S.W. and provide access to/from the south.
