ISSUES
1. Traffic congestion, especially bad 

at Chinook shopping mall

2. Lack of street trees

3. Poor sidewalks, need separation, 
protection for pedestrians

4. Retail and restaurant options, big 
box retail kills area; destinations 
that encourage walking, transit, 
etc

5. Unfriendly pedestrian crossings, 
poor access to LRT stations

6. Traffic (automobile), noise, air 
pollution, too much to appeal to 
pedestrian commuters

7. Safer access to Stampede, Erlton, 
and 39 Ave LRT stations

8. Improve 42 Ave for pedestrian 
safety (speed, blind corners)

9. Poor pedestrian circulation

10. Need more mixed use density 
with cohesive building frontages

11. High volume of traffic at a higher 
speed - 60 km/hr is fine, but 
speeding creates a lack of safety

12. Need a better straight dedicated 
bike path to and from downtown

1. More people would walk if the 
public realm was inviting

2. Density by LRT/TOD transit 
nodes, create employment nodes

3. Mixed use/affordable housing 

4. Offer local small shops 
businesses to residents

5. Try pedestrian-friendly 
destination corridor Chinook Mall 
to Farmers’ Market

6. Lack of separation of road/
sidewalks (especially north of 
Chinook), difficult access to cross 
rail 

7. Better pedestrian possibilities

8. Linear rainwater capture-type 
gardens to promote healthy 
green diverse traffic calming; 
could be integrated into central 
meridian
