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Presentation Notes
As part of a regular surface overlay program, Northmount Drive is scheduled for repaving in 2017. Because the road surface will be removed completely with the repaving, The City is using this opportunity to improve the road design so it functions for all road users. This approach saves costs and reduces impacts to citizens. This type of maintenance happens every 10-15 years. Because of the cost and disruption associated with re-paving the road, and the opportunity to re-design it – re-paint the lines if you will, we are looking at all the ways we can improve Northmount Drive. That gives us an opportunity to make improvements for everyone.

Transportation planning often happens 5 – 25 years before the infrastructure is actually implemented. This allows The City to plan networks or long-term requirements for infrastructure, budget and prioritize funding. Long-term transportation planning also provides citizens some certainty about what is planned for their neighbourhoods in the future. In the 2001 Pathway and Bikeway Implementation Plan, bicycle facilties are identified on Northmount Drive. Over time, as funding becomes available, the plans – for whatever modes of transportation – get implemented. This is coming up now because Northmount Drive N.W. is scheduled for re-paving in 2017. The City’s Complete Street’s policy says all modes should be accommodated on this type of road. 

But bicycle facilities are only one part of why we’re doing this project. Northmount Drive needs improvement for all travel modes. The intersections are congested, speeding is a problem, there are six schools along the corridor as well as a swimming pool, library and several retail zones.
