Except in an Emergency, a Person must not direct, pump, or Release, or
allow to be directed, pumped or Released, any Impounded Water into the
Stormwater System or onto any property owned or occupied by the City,
without a Written Approval from the Director, Water Services.

A Person must not Release, or allow to be Released, Water from a
portable swimming pool, Decorative Pond or fountain with a capacity of
over 3 cubic meters (3000 litres) into the Stormwater System.

Notwithstanding subsection (1) above, Water resulting from extinguishing
fires may be Released into the Stormwater System.

Notwithstanding subsections (1) and (2) above, the Director, Water
Services, may issue Written Approvals allowing the Release of Prohibited
Material and Impounded Water into the Stormwater System.

For the purposes of subsections (2) and (5):

(@) “Impounded Water” means any Water that has collected on a site,
including but not limited to, surface water ponding on a Premises,
construction site or renovation site captured in an excavation, low
point, or enclosure; and
